As mentioned in the Connects last Friday, we have been busy exploring 

inventive ways in which to support our children’s academic development; 

this is why we have invested in CENTURY. 

  

Whilst the government is targeting resources towards certain groups of 

people, the staff and governors believe that all children have suffered in 

some way during the pandemic.   Century offers every child at Crosshall, 

a tutoring type opportunity in maths, English and science. 

  

The children complete a diagnostic assessment, directed by the staff, and 

then are set along a path which aims to explain content, plug gaps and 

extend learning – all at the child’s pace; the more the child interacts with 

the AI, the better the outcomes. The children will practise their skills and   

enhance their knowledge through the completion of nuggets.
